	Detailed OHS rules applicable during classes taught at the Faculty unit

	
1) Beforestartingclasses, studentsarerequired to leavetheirouterclothing in the cloakroom and absolutelyturn off their mobile phones. 

2) Studentsareobliged to have and put on a protective suit, resulting from the specificity of a given unit (e.g. a cleanprotectiveapron, latexgloves, a cap, variableanti-skidshoes) and to supply small medicalequipment (e.g. a stethoscope, tweezers, a hammer) neurological, etc.).

6) Exercisestake place at the patient'sbedside in the departments: obstetrics with a deliveryroom, earlypregnancypathology, gynecology, and operatingrooms, obstetrics and gynecology, whereitisnecessary to adapt to the conditions, instructions and rules in the departments. 
7) Studentsarerequired to wearprotectiveclothing and footwear, usedisposablerubberglovesduringcertainexaminations and sterileglovesduringgynecological and obstetricexaminations. 
8) During the exercises, training in the use and safety of the CTG and ultrasoundapparatus as well as the observance of the rules of asepsis and antiseptics. 
9) During the classes, the student is not allowed to leave the place marked with the timetable of classeswithout the knowledge of the assistant. In the event of anythreatsoraccidentsduring the course, the student isobliged to inform the teacher. 
10) If the student leaves the classes, for example to the toilet and does not return orafter a verylongtime - thisfactshould be noted on the attendancesheet (in order to applyfurtherprocedures, i.e. the consequences of a givenbehavior)
